Hate Crimes


In 2005 there were 7,163 incidents and 8,380 offences having to do with some 

kind of hate crime, whether it was intimidation, assault, robbery, rape, and even murder. These offences were directed towards a person’s race, religion, sexual orientation, ethnicity, and disability. 54.7% of the hate crimes were targeted by a person’s race, 17.1% were targeted by a person’s religion, 14.2 % were targeted at a person’s sexual orientation, 13.2% were targeted at a person’s ethnic background, and .7% was targeted at someone who had a disability. 

    
Out of the 8,380 offences 935 hate crimes were anti-white, 3,200 of them 

were anti-black, and 230 of them were anti multi races. 1,314 offences are directed towards religion. 900 of them are directed towards Jewish people, and 146 of them are directed at Islamic people. What we found most shocking was the 61% of the offences directed towards a person’s sexual orientation were targeted at male homosexuals, and only 15% were directed towards female homosexuals.

    
Also what we have found in our research was 4,117 offenders (the people who 

committed the hate crimes) were white, 1,357 black, 354 were multi race, and 61 were Asia. The black race was found to be the most anti-white, and the white race had the second highest hate crime offences towards white people. And the white race was found to have an extremely high number of offences compared to every other race. In face the white race has dominated almost every type of offence, except anti-black. When it came to the type of offence, white was also the dominate race. The white race had 673 aggravated assault offences, where the back and multi colored race only had 275. This was all out of 1,062 offences. 

    
My theory is that hates crimes are extremely common. Even though statistics show that the crimes have decreased, we are still faced with many hate crimes today. Throughout our lives we have ran into many incidents where we have witnessed hate crimes, especially in high school. Why we think this is such a common crime has a lot to do with the media. When people listen to certain rappers sing about how all women are “sluts” and “hoes” can lead someone, especially someone young, to become biased towards women. Also, the media stereotypes certain religions and races so people automatically have a negative outlook on them. Hate crimes are also common because a lot of people are brought up to be racist, or to resent certain religions. The way people are brought up effect the way they act towards others.
